Town of Bengough


Bylaw No. 6/2002
A Bylaw of the Town of Bengough for the regulation, control and licencing of dogs.

The Mayor and Council of the Town of Bengough in the Province of Saskatchewan, hereby enact as follows:

1.
This bylaw may be cited as the Dog Licencing and Control Bylaw.

DEFINITIONS
2.
The term "dog" shall refer to a male or female dog of any classification or breed, or mixture of breeds, and includes an animal that is a cross between a dog and wolf.

LIMIT NUMBER OF ANIMALS
3.
(a)
No more than 2 dogs shall be harbored in each residential unit within the limits of the town.

(b) Any person within the limits of the Town who owns, possesses or harbors more than two animals shall be deemed to be guilty of an infraction of this bylaw and upon conviction will be charged a penalty as set out in the General Penalty section of this bylaw.

LICENSING
4.
Every person within the Town of Bengough who owns, possesses or harbors an animal within the town shall obtain a license from the Town Office and shall pay in advance the sum of Five Dollars ($5.00) for each animal. 

5.
(a)
The license fees as set out in Section 4 shall be paid on or before the 30th day of January of each year, or within thirty (30) days after a person becomes the owner, possessor or harborer of an animal.

(b)
All licenses under this bylaw shall expire on December 31st of each year.

(c)
For the licensing purposes of this bylaw the words "dog”,” bitch” or “animal" shall mean a dog, bitch or animal of the age of two (2) months or more, but all animals shall be presumed to be the age of two (2) months or more unless the contrary is established by the owner, possessor or harborer.

(d)
Any person within the limits of the Town who owns, possesses or harbors an animal and neglects or refuses to take out a license as set forth in Section 5(a) above, therefore shall be deemed to be guilty of an infraction of this bylaw and will be charged a penalty as set out in the General Penalty section of this bylaw.

RABIES VACCINE
6.
Every person within the Town of Bengough who owns, possesses or harbors an animal shall have it annually vaccinated for rabies and shall cause the animal to wear a "Rabies Tag" attached to a collar around it's neck. Any person who neglects or refuses to attach a “Rabies Tag” as set forth in this section, shall be deemed to be guilty of an infraction of this bylaw and will be charged a penalty as set out in the General Penalty section of this bylaw.

RUNNING AT LARGE
7.
No animal shall run at large in the Town at any time whether it is licensed or not, and for the purpose of this bylaw, an animal shall be deemed to be running at large when it is beyond the boundaries of the land occupied by the owner, possessor or harborer of the said animal, or beyond the boundaries of any lands where it may be with the permission of the owner or occupant of the said land and when it is not under control by being:

(a)
in direct and continuous charge of a person competent to control the animal; or

(b)
securely confined within an enclosure; or

(c)
securely fastened so that it cannot roam at will.

(d) A person who owns, possesses or harbors an animal found running at large shall be deemed guilty of an infraction of this bylaw and will be charged a penalty as set out in the General Penalty section of this bylaw.

8.
Any person who owns, possesses or harbors an animal for which a license fee has been obtained under this bylaw shall cause such animal to wear around it's neck a collar, to which shall be attached the licence tag issued by the Town of Bengough.

9. Any person within the limits of the Town who neglects or refuses to attach a license as set forth in Section 8 above, shall be deemed to be guilty of an infraction of this bylaw and on conviction will be charged a penalty as set out in the General Penalty section of this bylaw.

10.
When a person makes application for the license set out in Section 2 above, for an animal which has not had a rabies vaccine, a deposit of $20.00 shall be held at the Town Office to ensure that the animal receives a rabies vaccine.  The person shall, within 7 days, provide proof that the animal has received a rabies vaccine and shall be refunded the entire amount of the deposit.

11.
Any animal running at large contrary to the provisions of this bylaw may be taken by any person to the Town Pound or it may be captured by the Town Constable (or other person appointed by the Council) and placed in the Town Pound where it shall be kept for seventy-two (72) hours, unless in the meantime the owner, possessor or harborer redeems such animal from the pound by:

(a)
taking out the proper license for such animal, if not properly licensed under this bylaw; and

(b)
paying to the Pound Keeper the sum of Fifty Dollars ($50.00) for the any animal is impounded, and

(c)
paying to the Pound Keeper the sum of Six Dollars and fifty cents ($6.50) for each day or portion thereof that each animal has been impounded; and.

(d)
providing documented proof that the animal has received a rabies vaccine.

12.
Any animal running at large four or more times shall be disposed of by the police, pound keeper, dog catcher or other person appointed by Council.

13.
Any animal which is not redeemed as provided in Section 12, within seventy-two (72) hours after it is captured or taken to the pound, may be sold or disposed of by the police, pound keeper, dog catcher or other person appointed by Council.

14.      Where an animal has been impounded pursuant to this Bylaw, no person shall take it out of the possession of the person making the seizure or remove it from the pound in which it has been placed unless they are accompanied by the pound keeper, or a police officer or they have received written authorization from the Town.

15.
It shall be the duty of the Town Police Constable, or other persons appointed by resolution of Council, to kill any vicious animal running at large in the Town of Bengough regardless of whether the said animal is licensed or unlicensed.

CONTROL OF DOGS
16. Every owner of a dog which by loud and frequent barking, yelping or howling causes a disturbance of peace of other persons residing in the neighbourhood, or of the public at large, commits an infraction of this bylaw.

17. If a dog shall defecate on any public or private property other than the property of the owner, the owner shall cause such defecation to be removed immediately or penalty charges as per General Penalty section of this bylaw.

NOTICE OF VIOLATION 

18.
The Town may appoint, by resolution of Council, a person to issue a "Notice of Violation" in regard to contravention of this Bylaw.

19.
The said "Notice of Violation" shall be in the format as set out on the attached Schedule "A".

20.
Every person who contravenes any of the provisions of this bylaw, or fails to comply therewith, or with any Notice or Order given hereunder, shall be guilty of an offence and liable to the penalty as herein provided.

GENERAL PENALTY SECTION
20. A person who is guilty of a violation of any provisions of this bylaw, for which no other penalty is imposed, is liable on summary conviction to a fine of fifty dollars ($50.00)
21. Bylaw No. 611 and 8/97 are hereby repealed.

This Bylaw shall come into effect on the date of final approval by the Council of the Town of Bengough.
